INSTRUCTIONS FOR PREPARING


BASIS OF BID STATEMENT





(CAUTION:  THESE INSTRUCTIONS APPLY ONLY TO FIRM-FIXED-PRICE CONSTRUCTION, ALTERATION, AND/OR REPAIR CONTRACTS.)





1.  A "Basis of Bid Statement" is required for all projects, whether or not additive bid items or option items are used.  





2.  The Designer (A/E) shall prepare the "Basis of Bid Statement" by retyping the attached form to include the appropriate information and submitting that information as part of the 100% project submittal.  Review comments on the 100% submittal shall be resolved with the Project Manager (PM), and the corrections shall be incorporated for the final submittal.  SOUTHDIV will use the wording of the final submittal in the solicitation for the Construction Contract.





3.  Fill in the project information at the top of the form.  From the three Basis of Bid Statement alternatives on the form, select the appropriate one and submit as specified above.





	a.	If the basis of bid is intended to be a lump sum price, submit the statement contained within the block entitled “Lump Sum” (but not the title itself).





	b.	If additive bid items are needed, provide the information within the block entitled “Bid Items”, including a written description for each applicable bid item.  Each bid item must be independent so that award can be made on any combination of the base amount and additive bid items.





	c.	If option items are needed, provide the information within the block entitled “Option Items”.  Indicate the timeframe within which each applicable option must be exercised, and provide a written description of the option.  Also, edit the form appropriately to indicate the impact on the contract completion date should the option be exercised and to specify whether or not additional liquidated damages should be assessed.   Each option must be independent so that award can be made on any combination of the base amount and options items.





4.  Use of bid options requires approval of a Level III Contracting Officer and should only be used in limited circumstances and after consultation with the PM.





5.  Occasionally, there are projects which include items such as dredging, earthwork, roofing repairs or similar type work where exact quantities cannot be practically determined prior to performance.  In these instances, special provisions may be incorporated into the contract for the evaluation of bids and are covered by SOUTHDIV Specification Instruction (SI) 00010, "Instructions for Preparing Basis of Bid Statement with Unit-Priced Items."  Do not use SI 00010 unless authorized by the PMAIC/EIC.
