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INSTRUCTIONS FOR PREPARING


BASIS OF BID STATEMENTS WITH UNIT PRICED ITEMS


 


  1.  Normally, the "Basis of Bid Statement" is prepared in accordance with Specification Instruction 00009.  Occasionally, however, there are projects which contain work and materials for which an exact quantity required cannot be practically determined prior to performance.  Since SOUTHDIV uses firm fixed price contracts for construction, some means must be provided in the contract to permit evaluation of bids in these instances.  This is accomplished by designating unit-priced items and utilizing the "Basis of Bid Statement with Unit-Priced Items" (BSUP) described herein.





  2.  Conveniently, Federal Acquisition Regulations permit adjustments to fixed price contracts on a unilateral basis when the following conditions are satisfied:


 


      a.  Unit-priced item is specified.





      b.  Quantity of unit-priced item is estimated.





The unilateral adjustment to the contract price applies only to those items that fall within a �+� 15% variation from the estimated quantity.  Accordingly, payment can then be made only for actual units performed.  If necessary, adjustment in the unit-price can be negotiated for items which vary in quantity required more than 15% above or below the estimated quantity.





  3.  When authorized by the AIC/EIC, work and materials which cannot be practically determined prior to performance shall be designated as unit-priced items and incorporated into the contract documents per these instructions.  A cumulative total of no more than five unit-priced items may be used in the contract.





  4.  When unit-priced items are used, a BSUP shall be submitted in lieu of the standard "Basis of Bid Statement."  The unit-priced items, along with the best possible estimate of the quantity of the items, shall be identified in the BSUP.  A statement that the estimated quantity of the unit-priced item is stated for bid purposes shall also be included.





Unit-priced items and quantities shall be shown as subitems to the item of work to be bid.  When multiple bid items are also used, any bid item may contain unit-priced subitems.  Any bid item may also contain more than one unit-priced subitem if needed.  Some bid items may not require unit-priced subitems.








�
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Provide a written description for each item of work to be bid.  As a precaution, note that no more than three bid items will be needed for most projects, although the maximum number of permissible bid items is five.





Samples are attached to demonstrate the appearance of a completed BSUP.  The instructions concerning the format for bids and procedures for evaluation of bids as shown by the applicable sample shall be included verbatim on the project BSUP.  Other administrative information shall also be included per the samples.





  5.  Designated unit-priced items and their estimated quantity for bid purposes shall also be identified in the technical specifications or on the drawings, but not both.  Units of measure for the unit-priced items shall be coordinated with the project cost estimate submittal.





  6.  Submit the BSUP along with the 100% project submittal.  Resolve  any review comments with the AIC/EIC and incorporate corrections for the final submittal.
