1.1   Minor Materials and Work	



Minor materials and work not specifically mentioned herein but necessary for the proper completion of the specified work shall be furnished without additional cost to the Government.

�1.2   Unforeseen Major Repairs	



Should deteriorated material of a major nature be uncovered in the course of the work, it shall be brought to the attention of the Contracting Officer.  Repairs shall be made as directed, and an adjustment will be made in the contract price in accordance with the terms of the Purchase Order.



1.3   Quantities	



Where painting and the replacement of deteriorated or missing materials are required and approximate quantities given, the Contractor shall perform all the required work.  Where the quantities for quoting purposes are specified, quotes shall be based on the stated quantity; should more or less than the specified quantities be required, the Purchase Order price will be adjusted in accordance with the terms of the Purchase Order.  Replacement of deteriorated materials shall be at such location and of such extent as directed.



1.4   Existing Work	



Where existing work is changed or removed, or where new work adjoins, connects to or abuts existing work, the existing work shall be altered as necessary and connected in a substantial and workmanlike manner.  All new work shall match, as nearly as practicable the existing adjoining and/or adjacent similar work.  Operations affecting existing work shall be conducted with care not to damage work in place; and all existing work damaged by such operations shall be rectified or replaced without additional expense to the Government.



1.5   Disposition of Removed Materials	



1.5.1  Salvable Materials [and Equipment]	



Except where specifically specified otherwise herein, all salvable materials [and equipment] disconnected or removed during the course of the work and not [indicated or] specified for reuse in the new work [shall become the property of the Contractor and shall be removed from the Government property] [shall remain the property of the Government and shall be transported to (Specify Location)].



1.5.2   Debris and Unusable Materials	



All flammable scrap materials and debris shall be disposed of by removing completely from the Government property.



1.6   Schedule and Sequence of Work	



The work shall be prosecuted in such a manner as to cause the least interference with the normal functions of the Government activity.  Certain areas will be vacated for periods of time as necessary for the Contractor to perform certain work; however, the building will be occupied during the course of the work.  Prior to beginning any work, the Contractor shall meet with the Contracting Officer in order that an approved schedule and sequence of work may be arranged.

�1.7   Interruption of Utilities Services	




Interruptions shall be kept to a minimum and shall be at such times and durations as approved.  No interruption shall occur, unless scheduled with the Contracting Officer and approved by him in advance as to time and duration of such interruption.

1.	This guide specification shall not be referenced but is to be used as a manuscript in preparing project specifications.  Edit and modify this guide specification to meet project requirements.  Where "as shown," "as indicated," "as detailed," or words of similar import are used, include all appropriate requirements on the drawings.



2.	The capital letters in the right hand margins indicate that there is a technical note pertaining to that portion of the guide specification.  Do not include these letters in the project specification.



3.	Where numbers, symbols, words, phrases, clauses, or sentences in this specification are enclosed in brackets [], a choice or modification must be made; delete inapplicable portion.  Where blank spaces occur, insert appropriate data.  Delete inapplicable paragraphs.

A.	Enter project specification number on first page as shown.  Also specification and page number shall be centered at the bottom of each page.

C.	Paragraph 1:  Prepare a GENERAL description of the work involved in the project.  Paragraph normally starts with "The work includes ....."  It is not necessary to make such statements as "furnish all labor and materials to install..."  The work "provide" shall be used, and means "furnish and install."  When the project and/or description involves replacement work, the following sentence should be included in the paragraph:  "As used herein, 'replace' means provide new materials to replace existing or missing materials."  The following are some examples of general description.



e.g., 1.  GENERAL DESCRIPTION:  The work includes interior painting of stairwell walls of stairwells 1, 2, and 3; painting ceiling of Open Storage Area of Hut No. 2; painting walls, ceilings, doors (roomside), interior wood trim around existing metal windows of Division Offices 140, 141, 143, 144, 145, and 146; and painting of ceilings, doors (roomside) and interior wood window trim in Division Office 142.



e.g., 2.  GENERAL DESCRIPTION:  The work includes removing five 12 feet wide by 12 feet high wood panel overhead doors and replacing them with new manual chain hoist aluminum overhead doors.



e.g., 3.  GENERAL DESCRIPTION:  The work includes replacing eleven existing awning windows (approximately 39 1/2 inches wide x 64 inches high) with new awning windows; removing existing acoustical ceiling tile (24 inches x 24 inches) and replacing with new ceiling tile (approximately 2550 square feet of ceiling area); and replace 20 existing lighting fixtures with new lighting fixtures.



e.g., 4.  GENERAL DESCRIPTION:  The work includes repairs to sheet metal parapet wall flashing on roofs at one and two story levels.  New zinc-coated (galvanized) sheet metal flashing and treated wood blocking will be required in some locations.  Minor patching of interior gypsum wallboard and 4-inch concrete masonry and painting will also be required.



D.	Paragraphs 1.1 thru 1.7:  Shall be included or modified as necessary to suit the project.



E.	Paragraph 2:  If required, project sketches or drawings shall be prepared.  Letter-size sketch plates are available from SOUTHNAVFACENGCOM, Code 076.  Sketch number shall be assigned by the author:  EXAMPLE:  A, B, C, or 1, 2, 3.  If full size drawings are required, the SOUTHDIV Project Manager will provide NAVFAC drawing numbers.



F.	Paragraph 4:  Detailed requirements for a given project may be presented in a number of different formats depending on the work required and the preference of the author.  Some suggested formats are presented.  Military and Federal specifications should not be referenced, and commercial standards shall be referenced sparingly.  In the event a written general description will not suffice to adequately specify a certain item or product, two or more specific manufacturers' name designations and model numbers may be specified followed by "or approved equivalent."  Another suitable method is to describe the item in general terms and state: "An acceptable product meeting the requirements of this specification is Model 'XYZ' as manufactured by the 'ABC' Company." Other acceptable methods include the following:



e.g.,  1.  Wood Framing:  No. 2 common Southern Pine, or equivalent grade of other suitable species.



e.g.,  2.  Paints and Paint Materials:  Suitable for the purpose, of best commercial grade by a well known, reputable paint manufacturer, as approved.  Application shall be in strict accordance with the manufacturer's printed instructions.



a.	Gypsum Wallboard, Interior:  Surfaces shall receive one coat of interior latex paint.



b.	Wood, Exterior:  Spot prime bare surfaces with one coat of exterior oil primer.  Paint all surfaces with one finish coat of exterior oil paint.



Installation of electrical and plumbing equipment accessories may be specified by a general reference to the National Electrical Code and the International Plumbing Code.



Sources of information with regard to materials and equipment and their installation include Guide Specifications available from SOUTHNAVFACENGCOM, Code 076, Sweets Catalog, manufacturers' catalog data; local materials suppliers, and Contractors.
