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USE OF THIS INDEX

This Index addresses criteria used in the preparation of traditional design/bid/build projects.  To reflect the availability of criteria on the Internet, this edition has been revised significantly in both content and format as compared to previous editions.  Accordingly, this Index includes a limited listing of criteria documents (as opposed to previous editions) but provides links to websites where the majority of our criteria can be accessed.  Please contact the Project Manager (PM) regarding criteria for designbuild projects.

GUIDE SPECIFICATIONS

As the result of a DOD-wide initiative, the NAVFAC Guide Specifications (NFGSs) have been combined with the Army and Air Force Guide Specifications into a single guide specifications database called Unified Facilities Guide Specifications (UFGSs).  UFGSs are published only in electronic format and are intended to be edited with SpecsIntact software to suit actual project design for conventional design/bid/build projects.  These specifications are available for download from the Construction Criteria Base (CCB) website at http://www.ccb.org or from CCB disc (obtained via CCB subscription) under the SISGML Master “Ufgs”.  Please consult the PM regarding which source to use to obtain UFGSs for editing to develop your project specifications.  Please note the following guidelines applicable to the use of UFGSs:

1.
Use UFGSs with an alpha suffix of “N” (i.e., for NAVFAC).  Use UFGSs without the alpha suffix “N” only if NAVFAC is determined to be the Preparing Activity (i.e., as indicated in the UFGS banner).  If UFGSs do not meet either of these two conditions but seem relevant to your design, please contact your PM for authorization to use them in your project specifications.

SOUTHDIV Regional Guide Specifications must be used in lieu of the basic UFGSs covering the same subjects.  SOUTHDIV Regional Guides are available from CCB disc under the SISGML Master “Southdiv” or from the Engineering and Criteria Office (EICO) Unified Guide Specifications website at http://www.lantdiv.navfac.navy.mil/servlet/page?_pageid=9199&_dad=lantdiv&_schema=LANTDIV.
